Safety Equipment

Federal law requires certain safety equipment to be
on board at all times.

RECOMMENDED EQUIPMENT - A good captain
will avoid potential problems on an outing by hav-
ing additional equipment on board. Normally, this
equipment is dependent on the body of water and
the length of the trip. We suggest the following as
a minimum, your MasterCraft dealer can assist
you:

® Anchor with at least 75' of line

® Bailing (dewatering) device (scoop, bucket,
handpump, etc.)

Keep at least 100’ away from all other
objects including other boats, piers, rafts,
mooring and navigational bouys, pilings,
abutments, etc. Failure to do so may
cause scrious injury or death,

A\ WwArRNING

Always have an experienced driver and
observer in the boat when skiing. Failure
to do 50 may cause serious injury or
death.

A warNvG

Never ski in shallow water, close to shore,
or in water where you do not know the
depth or what is beneath the surface.
Doing so may cause serious injury or
death.

&\ warnING

Never put your arm, head, or any other
part of your body through the handle-
bridle of the ski line or wrap the line
around any part of the body at any time.
Doing so may cause serious injury or
death.

Never ski at night, or directly in front of
other boats.

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Meeting - If you are meeting another power vessel
1ead on, and are close enough to run the risk of
ollision, neither of you has the right-of-way! Both of
'ou should alter course to avoid an accident. You
hould keep the other vessel on your port (left) side.
'his rule doesn't apply if both of you will clear one
inother if you continue on your set course and
peed.

rossing - When two power driven vessels are cross-
1g each other’s path close enough to run the risk of
ollision, the vessel which has the other on the star-

e

board {right) side must keep out of the way of the
other. If the other vessel is on your right, you must
keep out of its way; you are the Give-Way vessel. If
the other vessel is on your port {left) side, remember
that you should maintain course and direction, pro-

vided the other vessel gives you the right-of-way as it
should.

Overtaking - If you are passing another vessel, you
are the "Give-Way" vessel. This means that the other
vessel is expected to maintain its course and speed.
You must stay out of its way until you are clear of it.
Likewise, if another vessel is passing you, you
should maintain your speed and direction so that
the other vessel can steer itself around you.

Other Special Situations

There are three other rules you should be aware of
when driving your boat around other vesse)s.

Narrow Channels and Bends - When navigating in
narrow channels, you should keep to the right when
it is safe and practical to do so. If the operator of a
power-driven vessel is preparing to go around a bend
that may obstruct the view of other water vessels,
the operator should sound a prolonged blast on the
whistle (4 to 6 seconds). If another vessel is around
the bend, it too should sound the whistle. Even if no
reply is heard, however, the vessel should still
proceed around the bend with caution. If you navi-
gate such waters with your boeat, you will need to

carty a portable air hom, available from local marine
supply stores.

Fishing Vessel Right-of-Way - All vessels which

are fishing with nets, lines or trawls are considered
to be "fishing vesseis” under the International Rules,
Vessels with trolling lines are not considered fishing
vessels. Fishing vessels have the right-of-way regard-
less of position. Fishing vessels cannot, however,
impede the passage of other vessels in narrow
channels.
